fair share of famous guests - King Charles | met here with his
supporters, giving his name to the impressive Charles | Suite,
while Oliver Cromwell stayed in a room here immediately before
the Battle of Worcester on 3 September 1651.

In the 1950s and 1960s The Lygon Arms boasted one of the
most glamorous guest books in the world. Richard Burton and
Elizabeth Taylor stayed here in September 1963 at the height of
the scandal surrounding their affair. —
